May Awards Event
· It was agreed that we clarify and communicate sponsorship contribution levels in light of the need to more than double the attendees from 100-220.

· Initially we sought only $500 sponsorship levels now John Homan thinks there is a need for a $1000 gold sponsorship level. The gold level would receive a half page add and firm recognition in both the pre- and post-dinner newsletters.
· Gold level provides a company to half page recognition in the April (pre-dinner) and May (post dinner) newsletters. This is in addition to the current silver contribution level which provides firm recognition in the banquet program, corporate logo display at the table, and firm recognition in the post dinner newsletter.
· After a bit of discussion it was agreed that members pay $25; non-members pay $40; and award recipients, board members/officers would be granted free admission only for themselves.

· There was discussion on the final slate for award nominations both for National and the May event.
Other
· Community Service - Laura Koschny reminded us of the event to help the USO stuff envelopes on Saturday, March 10 at Ft. Belvoir.
· Chapter representation at National AGA Officer Conference in Lexington, KY on March 30/31, 2007 was discussed at length before agreeing that travel and hotel cost would be covered for the current president, president-elect, membership chair, CGFM coordinator, and education chair for a total of five specified slots. Karl Boettcher indicated there was little flexibility for substitutions. John and Pat Brannin agreed to resolve chapter representation (perhaps with Regional or National) within the next seven days in order to determine flexibility for substitutions.
