Minutes of the April 16, 2008 Meeting
The Board of the Northern Virginia Chapter of the AGA met at the Embassy Suites, Alexandria VA on February, 20, 2007 from 7:15 pm to 8:00 pm. 

Bill Hughes called the meeting to order.
Corporate Sponsorship
· Bill Hughes announced that he and incoming president, Dennis Green, reached an agreement that this year’s proposed corporate sponsorship program should be continued to be evaluated (even though it crosses presidential terms).
· Based on current commitments, Bill mentioned that we should expect a similar corporate sponsorship level for the May Annual Awards Banquet. ($7-9,000).  This year’s sponsorship levels are the same as last year (i.e., gold and silver sponsors--$500 and $1,000, respectively). 
Awards and the May Annual Awards Banquet
· It was mentioned that we were successful in getting John G. Vonglis, Principal Deputy

Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Financial Management and Comptroller, Headquarters U.S. Air Force as the keynote for the May 21st Awards Banquet. He also is the principal adviser to the Secretary of the Air Force, Chief of Staff and other senior Air Force officials for budgetary and fiscal matters.

· The awardees for the banquet were announced and formally approved. Bill Hughes will be notifying and inviting them to the banquet.
· Bill also announced that his firm, KPMG, will handle all of the logistics associated with the award banquet.  This includes accepting the RSVPs and covering the May 21st onsite logistics (e.g., registration, table set ups, awardees).

· A motion was approved that we use the same pricing scheme from last year: keep the pricing $25 for members, $40 for non-members, and free for board members.

· Similar to several years in the past, Clifton Gunderson is donating 4 Nationals game tickets for the awards banquet.  Mia Leswing will provide more info prior to the banquet.
Membership Update

· It was mentioned that we experienced a net increase of 107 members during this program year.  This amount exceeded the 5% goal that set by President Bill Hughes. Currently, we have roughly 800 members.

· Similarly, Early Careers Membership increased 32% over the past program year. 

· TC Williams and GMU also committed to partner with our Early Careers program.

Incoming President, Dennis Green Comments
· Dennis mentioned that he has many volunteers for unspecified positions and that he would be contacting current members and new volunteers prior to June.
· Dennis is hosting an outgoing and incoming Board meeting at his Stafford, VA residence on June 29th at 1PM.
· Dennis said he wants a lead and co-lead for each board position.  He also wants to make board meetings “fun” and more interactive such as quarterly dinners.
Miscellaneous Updates/Info
· Recent selections: Mia Leswing is the incoming Regional Coordinator and Jim Davis will be the CGFM Chair.

· Karl Boettcher mentioned that the SLM will be the first weekend in June at the Embassy Suites in Linthicum, MD (near the BWI airport).
· Laura Koschny and several others encouraged a great showing at the Habitat for Humanity of Northern Virginia’s ReStore facility on Saturday, May 10.  The ReStore takes donations of used and surplus building supplies, appliances, and other home improvement items for resale at 50-90% below retail prices.
· Treasurer Ed Pabalan requested an audit at the completion of his term this program year.

· A motion was approved for $500 for NOVAGA to commit as part of the PDC Challenge.  Similarly, the motion approved $100 for Alice Arielly to purchase a Chapter gift for the PDC from Mt Vernon.

· A motion was approved that Karl Boettcher was represent both DC and NOVAG in New Orleans at the volunteer event and jazz festival.
