Our January dinner speaker will be Robert E. Coakley, professional staff member of the
Senate Committee on Governmental Affairs. Mr. Coakley will speak on a very timely
topic: the Chief Financial Officers Act of 1990.

Mr. Coakley describes himself as a graduate of the "Lawton Chiles school of public
affairs.” He practically grew up with the Senate Committee on Governmental Affairs. He
began his Capitol Hill career in 1975 as a member of former Senator Chiles’ (D-Fla.) staff,
where he worked issues that came before the panel and also served as staff director of the
Subcommittee on Federal Spending, Budget, and Accounting. Mr. Coakley had lead staff
responsibility for numerous statutes authored by former Senator Chiles, including the
Office of Federal Procurement Policy Act of 1988; the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1986;
the Federal Information Centers Act of 1978; and the Federal Grant and Cooperative
Agreement Act of 1978.

Now, working at the direction of committee chairman Senator John Glenn (D-Ohio), Mr.
Coakley continues to be responsible for regulatory reform, information policy issues, and
agency organization issues. In the second term of the 101st Congress, he helped Senator
Glenn pass legislation that created a chief financial officer for the Federal government. He
says the nagging question left over from the 1980s is "how many more HUD-like scandals
are there?"

S. Anthony McCann is the principal VA executive responsible for directing Department-level
planning, budget, finance, management and internal control activities. He is designated Chief
Financial Officer for the Department, which has a $30 billion budget, 250,000 employees, and the
nation’s largest health care system. VA’s CFO is the first in the Federal Government to be
statutorily established with responsibilities for budget and financial reports systems and services, as
well as data integrity and internal controls within the Department.

Prior to coming to VA, Mr. McCann was Assistant Secretary for Management and Budget with the
Department of Health and Human Services, where he served as the HHS CFO. Before serving in the
Executive Branch, Mr. McCann was a senior human services analyst and team leader with the U.S.
Senate Committee on the Budget — a position he held from 1981 - 86.

Mr. McCann has been on the staff of the National Association of Counties, worked for a county
government and taught at the graduate and undergraduate levels. He has his Master's Degree in
Political Science from the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs at Syracuse University
and his Bachelor’s Degree from Lake Forest College in Ilinois.

Harry S. Havens was appointed Assistant Comptroller General in the U.S. General
Accounting Office in 1980. He now handles a variety of special assignments for the
Comptroller General. Most recently he directed the study leading to GAO’s report entitled
The Budger Deficit: Outlook, Implications and Choices, published in September 1990.
Before that, he led GAO’s work under the Gramm-Rudman-Hollings legislation and GAO’s
study of the 1987 stock market crash. Mr. Havens also serves on a number of internal
management boards and committees.

Prior to his present assignment, Mr. Havens served in the U.S. Navy from 1957 to 1964,
with the Bureau of the Budget (now Office of Management and Budget) from 1964 to
1974, and as Director of GAO’s Program Analysis Division from 1974 to 1980. He
graduated magna cum laude from Duke University in 1957 with a B.A. in Economics. He
attended University College, Oxford, England from 1957 to 1959 as a Rhodes Scholar,
receiving a B.A. in politics and economics in 1959 and M.A. in 1963.

Mr. Havens has published a number of articles on program evaluation, budgeting, and
financial management.
